Reinhardt University Student-Athlete Banned Substance Policy
Reinhardt University is committed to providing a campus environment free of the abuse of alcohol and the illegal use of alcohol and drugs. To strengthen that commitment, Reinhardt has adopted and implemented a program that seeks to prevent the abuse of alcohol and drugs by the University community.

All students are required to follow University rules and policies regarding drugs. The University prohibits the unlawful possession, use, distribution, manufacture or dispensation of illicit drugs by students or employees on property owned, leased or controlled by Reinhardt, or in any University activity. No student is to report to school, to attend class, or participate in any University activity while under the influence of either illegal drugs or banned substances.
All students must adhere to University policies and rules regarding drugs. The Reinhardt University Department of Athletics Banned Substance Policy is designed to give the student-athlete a means of obtaining assistance and direction in reference to drug abuse. Those eligible for drug and alcohol testing are those individuals participating or involved in intercollegiate athletics as a student at Reinhardt University. This would also include those student-athletes who have been medically disqualified from athletic participation yet are still receiving financial aid from the athletic department. 
Purpose of Reinhardt University Athletic Banned Substance Policy
The purpose of the Reinhardt University Athletics Banned Substances Policy is to prevent drug use and abuse in student-athletes and, where detected, to eliminate it through medical treatment and/or discipline. Specific goals are:
1. Educate student-athletes in the dangers of drug use.
2. Identify drug-using student-athletes through testing.
3. Deter drug use by student-athletes.
4. Provide treatment if necessary.
5. Provide discipline if necessary.
Problems Associated With Drug Use or Abuse
Drug use or abuse can remain undetected leading to personal tragedy which may include diminished academic and athletic performance, self-injury or injury to others, drug dependence or addiction, legal problems, and disastrous financial consequences. Illegal use or abuse may also cast a negative image on all student-athletes due to public visibility and the reputation of an academic center of higher education. Student-athletes have a responsibility to themselves and the institution to maintain high standards of conduct and a sound respect for their physical health.
Prohibited Substances
Because the NAIA does not have its own policy, Reinhardt University relies upon the NCAA Banned Substance list (Appendix A). Individuals are prohibited from use or attempted use, purchase, possession, manufacture, distribution and/or sale of the following (or aiding and abetting or being an accomplice to another):
• The list of substances included in the NCAA Banned-Drug Classes 
· Stimulants 
· Narcotics 
· Anabolic agents 
· Substances banned for specific sports 
· Diuretics 
· Street drugs 
· Peptide hormones and analogues
• Illegal distribution, and/or the acquisition of multiple legal prescriptions for the same injury or illness from multiple physicians, misuse of any legal prescription drug, or alteration of any drug prescription. Distribution of drugs includes sale of a drug, trading a drug for another item/drug, or giving their prescription drug to another person.
• In accordance with NCAA legislation, the use of tobacco products is prohibited by student-athletes in all sports during practices and competition.
A student-athlete who is observed in possession of illegal drugs, the act of illegal drug use, or is observed demonstrating the effects of drug use by an athletic association staff member, University employee (e.g. resident hall staff) or law enforcement officer, may be subject to the Remedial Guidelines for Drug Offenses detailed in this policy as well as the University’s Principles of Conduct. 
Policy Statement on the Use of Supplements
Reinhardt University does not condone the use of nutritional supplements. Nutritional supplements do not undergo federal government approval and are not tested for quality like prescription and over-the-counter medications. The product claims made by many nutritional supplement manufacturers have not been based on scientific research in many cases. Many nutritional supplements have not been subject to research by unbiased independent researchers in order to substantiate performance claims. The potential adverse and/or harmful effects of these substances have not been completely studied, but serious adverse effects have been reported in some instances. As there are minimal federal government labeling requirements for nutritional supplements, some products may contain NCAA, WADA and/or Reinhardt University banned substances, which are not listed on the label. It is important for student-athletes to remember that they will be held responsible for every substance that enters his/her body. A supplement itself may not be banned, but substances within a supplement, whether disclosed to the purchaser, may be included in the product. An athlete using any supplements must disclose these supplements at the pre-participation physical. 
By signing Reinhardt University’s Department of Athletics Banned Substance Policy Consent Form, the student-athlete:
1. Acknowledges that he/she understands the need to disclose all nutritional supplements used to the head athletic trainer. 
2. Acknowledges the aforementioned policies and statements, and fully accepts the detrimental and possibly permanent defects caused by the use of nutritional supplements;
3. Fully accepts that they have been made aware of the Reinhardt University and the NAIA policies with regard to the use of nutritional supplements;
4. Accepts any and all liability if they have in the past used, continue to use, and/or use at anytime in the future, dietary supplements in any form; and releases Reinhardt University, its agents, and all personnel of any and all responsibility and liability related to such use. 
Warning: Be aware that many over-the-counter medications and prescription medications may be included in the NCAA Banned Substance List (appendix A) and may cause a drug test to be positive. Do not take any medications or nutritional supplements without first checking with the Reinhardt sports medicine staff.
Procedural Guidelines
1. All student-athletes, as well as redshirts, medical redshirts, medical disqualifications, student-athletes who are academically ineligible and cheerleaders will be subjected to drug testing. Student-athletes who are no longer athletically eligible to participate in sports will not be required to submit to drug testing. 
2. All student-athletes will be required to sign a consent form as a condition of athletic eligibility or work opportunity (e.g. student equipment managers and student athletic trainers) giving RUA permission to conduct a test at any time.
3. Student-athletes may be notified in advance of drug testing and provided information on the time and site of the scheduled test. Be aware that testing may be conducted without notice.
4. Failure or refusal to appear for a scheduled drug test will be treated as a positive test.
5. The student-athlete will report at the scheduled check-in time and location. The student-athlete must bring a photo ID to the collection station or have their identification verified to the sample collection crew by RUA staff. The student-athlete will complete a form in the presence of the athletic training staff disclosing all medications (prescription and/or over-the-counter) and dietary supplements that he or she is taking. The student-athlete will then be released to the custody of the sample collection crew.
6. A collector of the same gender will observe the collection of urine samples. Each collector will be trained in appropriate collection techniques by the certified laboratory. Each individual sample will be coded to protect confidentiality.
7. The Head Athletic Trainer will be notified of preliminary positive results by the device provided by the certified laboratory. The head athletic trainer will package all preliminary positive test samples in view of the student-athlete in accordance with Redwood toxicology specifications and will then send the samples to Redwood Toxicology labs for verification of positive test results. The Head Athletic Trainer will notify the Director of Athletics/designee, the Head Sport Coach, and the VP of Student Affairs. They will follow the procedures identified in “Remedial Guidelines: First Offense”, “Remedial Guidelines: Second Offense” or “Remedial Guidelines: Third Offence” as appropriate. 
Reinhardt University reserves the right to test for banned substances by any approved industry method. These methods may include but not limited to oral fluid, sweat, urine or hair as deemed necessary by the Head Athletic Trainer. Urine specimen collection will be based on the National Center for Drug Free Sport Urine Collection Protocol.
Types of Testing
• Institutional Random: Throughout the school year, two random drug tests will be performed. The drug-testing schedule will be set by the athletic training staff with the approval of the Athletic Operations Manager and/or vice president of student affairs. The head coach will be notified the day of or the day prior to the screening, depending on the pre-arranged testing time. The athletic training staff, head coach or his/her designates will notify the team or selected student-athletes of the time and place for the screening. Student-athletes attending summer sessions, or who are not enrolled in summer school but participate in supervised on-campus off-season conditioning programs, are also subject to random drug testing. 
• Institutional Reasonable Suspicion: Reasonable suspicion will be defined as: A student-athlete who is observed in the act of illegal drug, or is observed demonstrating the effects of drug use by an athletic association staff member, University employee (e.g. resident hall staff) or law enforcement officer.
Student-athletes will be drug-screened and/or evaluated if there is reasonable suspicion to suspect drug use or abuse. The coaching staff, an administrator, academic advisor, athletic trainer, or strength coach may be aware of or see certain signs, symptoms or changes in behavior that may cause him or her to suspect substance abuse. These staff members have a duty to report any suspicions to the Head Athletic Trainer, Athletic Director, or Athletic operations Manager. Reports will be forwarded to the Director of Athletics. 
• Institutional Possession: Student-athletes found in possession of illegal drugs on or off campus may be referred to the Vice President of Student Affairs for processing to begin a formal hearing in accordance with Reinhardt University Code of Conduct. Proof of illegal drug possession will be considered an automatic first offence in accordance with Reinhardt Athletics Banned Substance Policy.
Notification of Student-Athlete
The student-athlete may be notified by an athletics staff member of a scheduled random drug test. The student-athlete is required to complete a drug testing notification form, acknowledging notification and verifying the date, time and location of the test. A witness may accompany the athlete to the collection station. 
Screening and Selection Process
The random selection of the student-athletes for drug testing will be performed by the head athletic trainer, athletic operations manager and Dean of students/designee. Random sampling of 20 percent of each sport will be done using a “Drug Testing” list creator found in the Sportsware Injury documentation software currently used in the Reinhardt Athletic Training Office. The student-athlete will be notified prior to any athletic participation as to the Reinhardt University Banned Substance Testing Policy. At this time the student-athlete will sign a consent and authorization form as to the procedures set forth in the Banned Substance Policy. Banned Substance screening tests will be administered throughout the year. All student-athletes will be subject to unannounced drug screenings throughout the academic year on either a “random” or a “reasonable suspicion” basis. For purposes of this policy, “random” shall mean a process in which the probability of any student-athlete being selected is the same as the probability of any other student-athlete being selected and in which the selection is made without the identity or characteristics of the individual being know. A “reasonable suspicion” screening will be based on personal, physical, or performance changes, which are characteristic of drug use. A test based on a reasonable suspicion can be requested by an athletic department staff member. 
The banned substance screening shall consist of the collection of a urine sample from the student-athlete under the supervision of a trained collector. Each urine sample shall be analyzed for the presence of banned substances by the collectors. Redwood Toxicology Laboratories will conduct all follow up testing. 
Drug Test Site
During the pre-participation physical, drug testing may be performed at the University Health Center or a designated locker room/restroom in the James & Sis Brown Athletic Center. 
Banned Substance Testing Urine Collection Procedures
1. Upon entering the collection station, the athlete will provide photo identification and/or a Reinhardt University representative/site coordinator will identify the student-athlete and the student-athlete will be officially admitted into the collection station.
2. Students will wear only a t-shirt and shorts. Female student-athletes will be required to wear a sports bra under their t-shirt.
3. Fluids and food given to athletes who have difficulty voiding must be from sealed containers (approved by the collector) that are opened and consumed in the station. These items must be caffeine and alcohol-free and free of any other banned substances.
4. The student-athlete will be supplied with a collection cup and a sealed testing cap. The student-athlete will complete their social security number and date.
5. The student-athlete will complete the information on the testing cap.
6. A collector, serving as validator, will monitor the furnishing of the specimen by observation in order to assure the integrity of the specimen until a volume of at least 30 milliliters is provided.
7. Validators who are of the same gender as the student-athlete must observe the voiding process. The procedure does not allow for validators to stand outside the immediate area or outside the restroom. The student-athlete must urinate in full view of the validator.
8. Upon entering the specimen collection area the student athlete will be asked by the same sex validator to lift their shirt to mid-chest level and the cuff of their shorts to the upper thigh in order to ensure that no manipulation or adulteration products are being used. 
9. Student-athletes may not carry any item other than his/her cup and cap into the restroom when providing a specimen. Any problem or concern should be brought to the attention of the collection crew chief for documentation.
10. Once a specimen is provided, the student-athlete is responsible for keeping the collection cup closed and controlled until the specimen can be adequately processed and packaged for shipment to the laboratory.
11. If the specimen is incomplete, the student-athlete must remain in the collection station until the sample is completed. During this period, the student-athlete is responsible for keeping the collection beaker closed and controlled.
12. If the specimen is incomplete and the student-athlete must leave the collection station for a reason approved by the collector, specimen must be discarded.
13. Upon return to the collection station, the student-athlete will begin the collection procedure again.
14. Once an adequate volume of the specimen is provided, the collector who monitored the furnishing of the specimen by observation will sign that the specimen was directly validated and will check the temperature.
15. If a student-athlete is suspected of manipulating specimens (e.g., via dilution), Reinhardt University will have the authority to perform additional tests on the student-athlete.
16. Once a specimen has been provided that meets the on-site specific parameters, the athlete will initial the security seal and the collector will seal the sample. A positive Redi-cup test and steroid test will require the athlete to sign a “Urine Test Requisition” form and the collector will attach the “Chain of Custody” label.
17. A collector will record the sample temperature.
18. All sealed specimens will be secured in a shipping case. The collector will prepare the case for forwarding.
19. The student-athlete, collector and witness (if present) will sign certifying that the procedures were followed as described in the protocol. Any deviation from the procedures must be described and recorded. If deviations are alleged, the athlete will be required to provide another specimen.
20. After the collection has been completed, the specimens will be forwarded to the laboratory and copies of any forms forwarded to the designated persons.
21. If the student-athlete does not comply with the collection process, the collector will notify the client representative/site coordinator and third party administrator responsible for management of the drug-testing program.
Specimen Collection Manipulation or Adulteration
Any attempt to substitute, manipulate, adulterate or intentionally dilute a urine specimen will be treated as a positive drug test. Manipulation refers to the use of any product, including excessive water consumption, used for the purpose of providing a diluted urine sample or substitution of a urine sample. Adulteration refers to the use or attempted use of any chemical or product (including water) added directly to the urine sample for the purpose of interfering with the testing procedures used to identify the presence of drugs. 
Medical Exception Process
Reinhardt University recognizes that some banned substances are used for legitimate medical purposes. Accordingly, Reinhardt University allows exceptions to be made for those student-athletes with a documented medical history demonstrating a need for regular use of such a substance. Exceptions may be granted for substances included in the following classes of banned drugs: stimulants, beta-blockers, diuretics and peptide hormones.
The student-athlete is required to inform the Head Athletic Trainer of all medications he or she is taking. In order to qualify as a proper notification, the student-athlete shall provide a letter from his/her physician that shall contain information as to the diagnosis (including appropriate verification), medical history and dosage information to be maintained in the student-athlete’s medical records, documenting his/her medical history and demonstrating the need for regular use of such a drug.
In the event a student-athlete tests positive, the Head Athletic Trainer in consultation with a designated physician will review the student-athlete’s medical record to determine whether a medical exception should be granted.
Policy Regarding Notification of a Positive Drug Test
A positive result is defined as a urine sample revealing the presence of one or more of the banned substances or metabolites. In addition, failure to arrive at the collection station at the designated time without justification, failure to provide an adequate urine sample (e.g., acidic, concentrated, enough volume) as determined by the laboratory or trained collector will result in a positive test. A positive test may also result from leaving the collection station or holding area without the permission of the test site administrator or alteration of any sample as determined by the collection technician or their designee. Use of a masking agent will result in a positive test.
All results will be forwarded from the lab to the Head Athletic Trainer. Subsequently the Head Athletic Trainer will forward the results to the Director of Athletics and Vice President of Student Affairs and notify the student-athlete of the positive result in order to coordinate the scheduling of the meeting. The Head Athletic Trainer will notify the Head Coach of the sport. 
Confidentiality
Maintaining confidentiality is a critical factor for an effective substance abuse policy. No athletic association personnel or any individual associated with the drug testing program is permitted to disclose or allude publicly to any information acquired in their capacity, whether or not it relates to identified student-athletes, individual teams, or the athletic association, unless required by court proceeding.
Drug Counseling
The Athletic Training Staff, in consultation with any medical doctors or professional counselors who may have evaluated the student-athlete, will decide whether the student-athlete is unfit to participate in athletics and should be admitted for inpatient (hospitalized) or outpatient (without hospitalization) treatment. Counseling sessions are provided at the expense of the athletic association; however, any student-athlete missing a scheduled counseling session is required to pay for that session at the current patient charge. The counseling center used by Reinhardt University is: Cherokee Center for Change, 770-928-7300.

Remedial Guidelines for Drug Offenses
Remedial guidelines are based upon whether the positive drug test is a first, second, or third offense. A positive drug test will count as an institutional positive test. Positive drug tests are cumulative throughout a student-athlete’s period of eligibility. 
Remedial Guidelines: First Offense (1st)
If the preliminary positive result is obtained, the Head Athletic Trainer will notify the Athletic Director and Vice President of Student Affairs to arrange a meeting with the Head Coach, Head Athletic Trainer, and Athletic Director or his/her designee. Upon the first violation of the drug policy the team physician and appropriate team athletic trainer will be notified.
Immediately upon notification of a first positive result, the student-athlete will be suspended from all athletic competition, travel, and pre-event meals for 10 percent of the season. All suspensions are rounded up to the nearest game. If the student-athlete is unable to complete the suspension due to the end of the season, the suspension will carry over into the next season. Any suspension not completed prior to post-season competition will continue throughout the post-season. This also applies in the event of an off-season test. If the student-athlete is unable to participate due to injury or any other reason the suspension will be served once the student athlete is cleared for participation. 
Examples:
Baseball (56) = 6-game suspension
Soccer (21) = 2-game suspension
At his or her discretion, the Head Coach may permit the student-athlete to attend practices and team meetings during this suspension period. If a student-athlete completes the designated game suspension before subsequent testing is administered by a physician they will be allowed to participate in their sport until the results of subsequent testing are revealed. 
The student-athlete must pass a medical examination prior to return to activity. Upon passing a medical examination and return to athletic activity the student athlete will be required to submit urine samples every 2-4 weeks at the discretion of the head athletic trainer, athletic director and athletic operations manager. Subsequent testing and/or diagnostic procedures deemed necessary by the team physician may be required as well. The team physician may determine that substantial time may be needed for a safe return to participation. Additionally, the student-athlete will have to complete an initial meeting with the counseling center for which future treatment sessions and counseling sessions will be determined and closely monitored by the sports medicine staff. The student-athlete will continue in counseling until released by the University’s licensed counselor or designate. 
The student-athlete will be required to complete ten (10) hours of community service, to be completed within a time period determined by the discretion of the Head Coach.
Failure to comply with the above policy will result in an immediate suspension from all athletic activity indefinitely or until the above guidelines are met. In the event that Redwood Toxicology confirms a positive test for an illegal substance the Vice President of student affairs may be authorized to allow a search of the students’ on-campus residence. 
Remedial Guidelines: Second Offense (2nd)
If the preliminary positive result is obtained, the Head Athletic Trainer will notify the Athletic Director and Vice President of Student Affairs to arrange a meeting with the Head Coach, Head Athletic Trainer, and Athletic Director or his/her designee. Upon the second violation of the drug policy the team physician and appropriate team athletic trainer will be notified.
Immediately upon notification of a second positive result, the student-athlete will be suspended from all athletic competition, travel, and pre-event meals for 25 percent of the season. All suspensions are rounded up to the nearest game. If the student-athlete is unable to complete the suspension due to the end of the season, the suspension will carry over into the next season. Any suspension not completed prior to post-season competition will continue throughout the post-season. This also applies in the event of an off-season test. If the student-athlete is unable to participate due to injury or any other reason the suspension will be served once the student athlete is cleared for participation.
Examples:
Baseball (56) = 14-game suspension
Soccer (21) = 5.25 = 6-game suspension
At his or her discretion, the Head Coach may permit the student-athlete to attend practices and team meetings during this suspension period. If a student-athlete completes the designated game suspension before subsequent testing is administered by a physician they will be allowed to participate in their sport until the results of subsequent testing are revealed. 
The student-athlete must pass a medical examination prior to return to activity. Upon passing a medical examination and return to athletic activity the student athlete will be required to submit urine samples every 2-4 weeks at the discretion of the head athletic trainer, athletic director and athletic operations manager. Subsequent testing and/or diagnostic procedures deemed necessary by the team physician may be required as well. The team physician may determine that substantial time may be needed for a safe return to participation. Additionally, the student-athlete will have to complete an initial meeting with the counseling center for which future treatment sessions and counseling sessions will be determined and closely monitored by the sports medicine staff. The student-athlete will continue in counseling until released by the University’s licensed counselor or designate. 
The student-athlete will be required to complete ten (10) hours of community service, to be completed within a time period determined by the discretion of the Head Coach.
Failure to comply with the above policy will result in an immediate suspension from all athletic activity indefinitely or until the above guidelines are met. In the event that Redwood Toxicology confirms a positive test for an illegal substance the Vice President of student affairs may be authorized to allow a search of the students’ on-campus residence. 
Remedial Guidelines: Third Offense (3rd)
If the preliminary positive result is obtained, the Head Athletic Trainer will notify the Athletic Director and Vice President of Student Affairs to arrange a meeting with the Head Coach, Head Athletic Trainer and Athletic Director or designee. 
The student-athlete will be immediately removed from all athletic participation. The student-athlete will be referred to the on-campus Counseling Center to be further referred to an appropriate rehabilitation program. All athletic related financial aid will be withdrawn at the close of the academic semester for the remainder of the student-athlete’s career. A student-athlete may appeal, in writing, the withdrawal of athletic related financial aid or of a scholarship to the Athletic Director within seven (7) days of being notified. If the end of the seven day period falls on a weekend, the student-athlete would then have until the following Monday by noon, in which to deliver the appeal to the Director of Athletics. In the event that Redwood Toxicology confirms a positive test for an illegal substance the Vice President of student affairs may be authorized to allow a search of the students’ on-campus residence. 
Discipline and the Appeal Process
Any student-athlete who violates the RUABSP is subject to the Remedial Guidelines of the policy. Any student-athlete disciplined under the drug policy has the right to appeal and to a hearing before the Director of Athletics and/or designee. Student-athletes are reminded that many of the drugs banned in the drug policy are illegal. Involvement in the criminal justice system for a drug-related offense will be taken into account in disciplinary action imposed by RUA. Such involvement may also serve as an independent basis for discipline.
Testing Appeal Process
Student-athletes who test positive may, within forty-eight (48) hours following receipt of notice of the positive test, contest the finding. Upon the student-athlete’s request for additional testing of the sample, the Head Athletic Trainer will formally request the certified laboratory to re-analyze to reconfirm the original positive finding. Student-athletes may choose to be present (traveling at their own expense) for the re-analysis at the laboratory. If the student-athlete does not wish to be present but desires to be represented, arrangements will be made for a surrogate to attend. The student-athlete or surrogate will attest to the sample number prior to the laboratory conducting the re-analysis. The student-athlete or surrogate will not be involved with any other aspect of the analysis of the specimen. Re-analysis findings will be final. If the re-analysis test is negative, the first drug test will be considered negative.
Student-athletes who test positive under the terms of the RUABSP will be entitled to a hearing with the Appeals Committee prior to the imposition of any sanction. The Appeals Committee will be chaired by the Director of Athletics/designee and composed by the Head Athletic Trainer, Athletic operations Manager, Head Sport Coach from a sport other than that of the student-athlete and the Dean of Students/designee. Requests for such a hearing must be made within forty-eight (48) hours of notification of a positive test result. If the forty-eight (48) hours would end on a weekend, the request must be made by noon on the next business day. Requests must be in writing and received by the Director of Athletics by the time deadline. 
The student-athlete may have a witness present. However, the student-athlete must present his or her own case. The meeting should take place no more than seventy-two (72) hours after the written request is received. During the appeals process the student athlete has the right to provide additional testing at their own expense by a reputable drug testing agency. The findings of any additional testing will be considered along with initial testing results and any other evidence presented during the appeals process. The student-athlete may request an extension of time to the Director of Athletics, who will consider whether to grant the extension upon a showing of good cause. These proceedings shall include an opportunity for the student-athlete to present evidence, as well as to review the results of the positive drug test. The proceedings shall be confidential. The decision by the Appeals Committee regarding the sanction to be imposed shall be final. The student athlete will be considered innocent until the decision of the Appeals Committee has been rendered. 
Suspension from Competition
If suspension is determined for the student-athlete by the Director of Athletics and Head Sport Coach or Appeals Committee, the suspension must be served immediately and in successive competitions. The suspension is for sanctioned athletic contests (e.g. scrimmages, summer athletic tours, etc. shall not be counted as game suspensions). A suspension cannot be served concurrently with an injury or illness. If the suspension occurs during the season and the length of the remaining season is not sufficient to carry out the entire suspension, the remainder of the suspension will carry over until the next sport regular season.
